Sealed bids will be received until 10:55 A.M., May 18, 2021 at the Clayton County Engineer’s Office in the
County Office Building at 600 Gunder Road, Elkader, lowa.

We therefore declare Shelley Dietrich and Luke Clefisch to be duly elected for the office of City Council - Garnavillo (To Fill
Vacancy) for the remainder of the unexpired term of 4 years.
